Overview 
During the one year course you will experience a range of 
construction tasks including: Bricklaying, Carpentry, Painting, 
Decorating, Plastering, Plumbing and Electrical installations.

Students will have the opportunity to experience working within 
the construction environment by completing two days of work 
placement each week, with the remaining three days of the week 
spent in College. 

Students will be taught by an experienced and enthusiastic team 
who teach a range of practical tasks, from small to full scale.

Lessons will incorporate a mix of practical and theory work.

Support
Students will receive training before taking their CSCS Health and 
Safety card examinations to enable them to be able to carry out 
work experience.

Placements will be organised by the College’s Work Related 
Learning Mentor, who works extensively with employers in the 
local area to secure a range of work placements for students and 
provides support while students are on work placements.
